1. L’Union des Français de l’Etranger (UFE), 
Chicago Branch (UFEC) 

 
 

L’Union des Français de l’Etranger  created in 1927 has over 40.000 members 
across the globe. The Chicago branch –the Association of French Expatriates in 
Chicago-, which stems from UFE Paris, was created 30 years ago. Our members are 
young expatriates or families, some of which have resided in the area for over 20 years.  

 
1.1. Organization 

The UFEC is a non profit organization. Members pay annual fees, part of which goes 
to the UFE in Paris. Membership fees are the UFEC’s main source of income.   

The association is managed by a board of more than ten members, four of which are 
officers. Each board member proposes, organizes and is in charge of follow-up on each 
event.  

Consistent communication between board members and officers is crucial to event 
success and overall efficiency.  
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The current board was recently reelected on June 23rd for two years.  Some 

previous members have decided to become more involved and some newly arrived 
French have joined the new team in its efforts to revamp the organization.  

Policies were reestablished following the UFE Paris model: Francophones (not only 
French but French speaking Americans too) are now allowed to participate in the UFEC 
board. 
 

Our new team is very enthusiastic and has plenty of new projects in mind. The 
UFEC will continue to organize its most typical events while adding these new projects 
to the program.  

 

 
1.2. Goals 
 
Generally speaking, UFE’s goal are: 

- to create and maintain unity among French living abroad; 
- to encourage and help the French community to create and develop 

educational and cultural programs; 
- to protect material and immaterial interests in France as well as outside of 

France, while respecting other countries’ laws and rules ; 
- maintain and reinforce French-American relations. 

The Chicago branch makes a special effort to welcome recently arrived French 
Nationals, providing them with practical information necessary for daily life.  

We propose a variety of activities all year long to help members to develop a social 
life regardless of their age. Our main events are “la Galette des Rois” in January, ski 
week end in February, the prestigious Gala in June, and the Christmas Brunch.

Today, UFEC has more than 180 members who regularly take part in our activities.
